Dissertation Abstract - 'Cartesian Simplicity'

Descartes' commitment to the doctrine of Divine Simplicity—the view that God has no metaphysical parts—is both defensible and useful in resolving a broad range of perennially troublesome Cartesian claims.  These include the alleged Cartesian circularity and a classic reductio often wielded against the ontological argument.  In addition, Descartes’ insight into the nature of perfection fuels constructive work within the “perfect being theology” branch of contemporary analytic philosophy of religion.
